BRISBANE WATERPOLO ASSOCIATION INC.

The BWPI Management Committee has decided upon the following arrangements for the 2010-11 season.

Team nominations for JUNIOR and SENIOR COMPETITIONS
· All team nominations are to be in by Wednesday, September 22, 2010, using the BWPI Team Nomination Form attached.  

· Team Nomination Fees for this season are: - $450 for teams in all Grades in the Senior Competition and $300 for teams in the Junior Competition.

· The attached BWPI Club Contact Sheet must also accompany the Team Nomination Form.

NOTE: - BWPI organises and runs the waterpolo competitions in Brisbane and the Team Nomination Fees, listed above, are paid to BWPI.  BWPI will issue Clubs with Invoices in late October.

Money for individual Player Registrations (Junior - $96, Senior - $135), which is collected by the Clubs from their members, is paid to Water Polo Qld.

· Re BWPI’s Photography and Videography Policy
It has been decided that photographic and video equipment will only be allowed at BWPI venues on predetermined days (‘Photo Days’) as follows: - 

In the first part of the season, each venue will be assigned one Photo Day.

Semi-final and Final days at all venues will be Photo Days.

JUNIOR COMPETITION

· The Junior Competition dates will be from Saturday, October 9 to November 27, 2010 and from Saturday, January 29 to March 26, 2011.  This allows 17 weeks of games with the semi-finals on Saturday, April 2 and finals on Saturday, April 9, 2011.
      This year’s Junior competition will be run along similar lines to previous years.

· Duty Clubs are assigned to each of the Junior venues every Saturday and, during their assigned times, have the responsibility of overseeing the running of the day’s competition, in particular, keeping the games running to time, ensuring there are table officials for each game and the Clubs provide referees as per the program.
The Duty Club is expected to have at least one Club representative at the pool during its assigned time to ensure these duties are carried out.

Duty days are assigned on the basis of the number of teams a Club has competing at a particular venue for the season.

BWPI-appointed Pool Coordinators are at every Junior venue each Saturday to assist the Duty Clubs with their responsibilities.

· The smooth running of the competition relies on Clubs supplying proficient table officials and qualified referees to fulfil their duties as per the program.
· Table Officials - For every Junior game, each of the competing Clubs is expected to provide a table official, either to score the card or operate the game clock.
NOTE: - BWPI recommends that Clubs assign 3- 4 people per team who are willing to learn, become proficient at these table duties, and fulfil this role for their team for the season. The Pool Coordinators will assist with the training and on-going mentoring of these table officials.

If Clubs roster different people for Table Duties each week, it requires hours of the Pool Coordinators’ time every week to teach these duties, and proficiency is never reached.  In such cases, BWPI, through its Pool Coordinators, is actually performing the table duties each week for these Clubs.

· Referees - BWPI recommends that every Club should have available 2- 5 accredited referees (depending on the number of Club teams entered), who can fulfil the Club’s refereeing duties during the season.

· All Junior games are programmed with two referees, with the two teams playing in one time slot each to provide a referee for the following game.  All Clubs must remember - it is hardly fair, when your game has just been played with two qualified referees, to ignore your responsibility and fail to provide a suitable referee for the game that follows.  
It is a Club’s responsibility to ensure that the referee it appoints to fulfil its refereeing duty is competent to referee the assigned level of game.  Referees must be 16 years or older and a player/referee can only referee games in the Age Groups younger than that in which he/she plays.

Again this season a PENALTY will be imposed for the non supply of referees in the Junior competition.   (For example - Brigidine is playing Barracudas in U14A - each team is then to supply a referee for the following game - if Brigidine fails to do so, their U14A team will be deducted 2 competition points.)

The BWPI Referee Coordinator will be overseeing the on-going assessment, mentoring and education of developing referees within the competition.  Information Workshops will also be held during the season. 
· Draws will be circulated as soon as BWPI knows how many teams will be playing in each Grade.

Junior Boys’ Competition

· The grades played will be U13, U14, U16 and U18.  

· For U13, boys must be born in 1998 or later, U14 – 1997 or later, U16 – 1995 or later and U18 – 1993 or later.

· The competition will be conducted on Saturdays.

· All games in the boys’ competition will be played at the Musgrave Park pool. 
As BWPI does not hire the Musgrave pool on Saturdays, entry costs are paid directly to the pool.  A season pass to cover the 17 weeks of round games is available from the pool. 

Junior Girls’ Competition

· The grades played will be U13 A / B / C, U14 A / B / C, U15 A / B / C, U16 A / B / C and U18 A / B / C.

· For U13, girls must be born in 1998 or later, U14 – 1997 or later, U15 – 1996 or later, U16 – 1995 or later and U18 – 1993 or later.

· Again this season, the girls’ games will be played at the Valley pool, St Rita’s pool and Somerville pool every Saturday.  

· The plan is to use the same pool / Age Group Division allocation as last year:- U13C, U14C and U15C competitions at Somerville; 

      U16B & C and U18B & C at St Ritas;  

      All other Age Group Division competitions at the Valley.

      However, the final decision re which pool each Age Group Division will use will be 

      made once final team numbers are known.

· Should the number of teams nominated exceed the space available in these pools, the number of teams in some Age Group Divisions may have to be limited.  To avoid disappointment, BWPI suggests that Clubs enter only one team in the U18B or C and U16B or C competitions.  

· Clubs are responsible for nominating their teams into A, B or C Divisions in each Age Group.  However, the BWPI Committee does reserve the right to reallocate teams if they deem it necessary.  

If a Club is doubtful about the Division in which it is entering a team, it should notify BWPI prior to the commencement of the season, preferably when teams are initially nominated, so such teams can be specifically looked at during the grading rounds.

The first 2 weeks of games will be available for BWPI to run any necessary grading rounds and Clubs to finalise players in their teams.  However, points from all viable games may be used in competition results.

· Payment for the use of St Rita’s and Somerville Pools - BWPI hires these pools for games on Saturdays and has to levy an entry charge to pay for the hire fees, pool set-up costs etc. The teams eventually allocated these playing venues will be charged at $580 per team for the season.  
Clubs are responsible for collecting this entry money back from their players, perhaps on a weekly basis with the aid of team coaches or managers.  
Clubs will be invoiced for these costs together with Team Nomination Fees.

These pools do charge an entry fee for spectators.
· Payment at Valley Pool - As BWPI does not hire the Valley pool on Saturdays, entry costs are paid directly to the pool.  A season pass to cover the 17 weeks of round games is available from the pool.

**Clubs have until Wednesday, 20th October to finalise their Junior teams** 

· Final player lists for all A, B and C Division teams in the Junior Girls’ competition and for separately named teams, where more than one Club team is entered in an Age Group, in the Junior Boys’ competition must be in the hands of the Registrar by that date. 
· After 20th October, teams will be penalised if players play in the wrong Division or team in their Age Group.  See Competition Rules.

· Also, Clubs who are ‘sharing’ players, as outlined in Rule 7 in the Junior Competition Rules, must have provided the Registrar with the names and teams of such players before 20th October.

Senior Men’s and Women’s Competition

Structure

BWPI is calling for nominations in the following in the Senior Competition:-  

· Men - A, B and C Grades    

· Women - A, B and C Grades  
· Men and Women X Grade - social competition for older players who wish to play in a strong competition without being part of the developmental pathway to A, B or C Grades.  In the spirit of the social nature of this competition, all X Grade players must be 15 years or older.
NOTE:-  

There will be no requirement by any Club to enter a team in every Grade but the sustainability of any team (at least 12 regular players) may have to be proven before a nomination is accepted.

Depending on the number of teams entering each Grade, it is planned that 

· Men’s A, B and C Grades will play on Wednesday nights at a central pool venue/s to be advised.

· Women’s A, B and C Grades will play on Tuesday nights at a central pool venue/s to be advised.  

· X Grade (Men and Women) will play at the Valley pool on Monday nights.

A Grade competitions for Men and Women will be run this season.  BWPI is still consulting with Elite and Club coaches to formulate workable structures for the A Grade competitions. Further information will be sent as soon as available.

Competition Dates

The Men’s and Women’s A, B, C and X Grade competitions will run for 18/19 weeks, from the week commencing October 11 to the week commencing December 6, 2010 and from the week commencing January 24 to the week commencing March 28, 2011, with the semi-finals during the week commencing April 4 and finals on Sunday, April 10, 2011. 

Duty Clubs / Table Official Duties

A Club’s / team’s commitment to fulfil these duties, when assigned, is a condition of BWPI’s acceptance of any team nomination.  Arrangements will be made for each Grade / venue once the team numbers in each Grade are known and game nights and venues have been finalised.

Refereeing

The Queensland Water Polo Referees’ Commission will be responsible for the appointment of the referees to all the Senior A, B & C Grade competition games this season, and BWPI will appoint the referees for the X Grade games.

The cost of payment of the QWPRC referees is shared by BWPI (1/3 cost) and the competing Clubs in each competition.  Accounts are sent out to the Clubs by the QWPRC at the end of each month.

X Grade teams will be charged $130-$150 for the season to cover the cost of BWPI supplying referees for these games.

APPENDIX 1

The use of photographic and video equipment, including mobile phones, and the publication of images at Brisbane Water Polo Association Inc (‘BWPI’) events and venues must comply with the terms and conditions of its Photography and Videography Policy (‘Policy’). The terms of this Policy may change from time to time, without notice. A full copy of the Policy is available by request at contactus@bwpi.net.au.  It will be accessible on the BWPI website www.bwpi.net.au when it is live from mid September and copies will be available for viewing at the registration desk on any Photo Day.  That Policy is hereby incorporated into the terms and conditions of nomination of each team.

In summary, the Policy states:

· Images captured or published of persons in connection with BWPI events or venues must not be offensive or indecent. 

· Photographic and video equipment must not be used in designated areas, particularly private areas. 

· Participants and attendees of BWPI events and venues consent to the use of reasonable force by BWPI representatives to remove offending persons from the premises, or confiscate and destroy property where there is non-compliance with the Policy.

· BWPI has the right to inspect, confiscate or destroy any property and remove and exclude persons from its events and venues where there has been a breach, or suspected breach, of its Policy. 

· BWPI has the right to refer incidents and other relevant information to the appropriate authorities.  

· BWPI, its employees, members and representatives are indemnified against liability arising from its enforcement of this Policy. 

· Participants and attendees of BWPI events or venues are irrevocably bound by the terms of this Policy. 

By lodgement of team nomination with the Administrative Coordinator, it is acknowledged that each team member/parent/guardian has read the Policy and is irrevocably bound by the terms and conditions of the Policy for the duration of the season.
